What is IHR (2005)
· The International Health Regulations are a formal code of conduct for public health emergencies of international concern.
·  They're a matter of responsible citizenship and collective protection.  
· They involve all 193 World Health Organization member countries. 
Purpose of IHR (2005)

· To prevent, protect against, control and provide a public health response to the international spread of disease in ways that are commensurate with and restricted to public health risks, and which avoid unnecessary interference with international traffic.
What is PHEIC

Member States need to report any event that may constitute a “Public Health Emergency of International Concern” (PHEIC)
· PHEIC is “an extraordinary event which constitutes a public health risk to other States through the international spread of disease and potentially require a coordinated international response”. PHEICs are 
– Relatively infrequent, determined by WHO (in consultation), results in global action

– State actions under IHR more often based on lower thresholds

– States report ‘potential PHEICs’ - lower threshold than actual PHEIC
Time frames

– Assessment and plan = 2 years – June 2009

– Developed, strengthened and/or maintained – June 2012
· 2 X 2 year extensions – final deadline – 2016

· Health Officers of all Points of Entry

· Immigration officials of ZIA

· Clinicians/Pediatricians, Health administrators, Medical Officers of Government and Private Medical Colleges, Autonomous and Private Hospitals of Dhaka city 

· UHFPO’s of 284 upazila health complexes

· Members of RRT teams (national, district and upazila) (Training of master trainers)

· Health managers, doctors and paramedics of Dhaka city corporation
